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e biblical and philosophical goal of Anchorage Christian Schools is to develop students into
mature, Christlike individuals who will exhibit a Christlike life. Of necessity, this involves the
school s understanding and belief of what qualities or characteristics exemplify a Christlike life.
Even though parents and/or students may personally believe di erently, while enrolled at Anchorage
Christian Schools, all students are expected to exhibit the qualities of a Christlike life espoused and
taught by the school and to refrain from certain activities or behaviors.

Students are expected to abide by these standards of conduct from the time they are accepted into the
school. s includes school time, summertime, weekends, and holidays, whether at school, home,
or elsewhere. Students found to be out of harmony with the ideals of work and life at ACS may be
invited to withdraw whenever the administration determines that is necessary.
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1. Do you promise to uphold the school s standards against cheating, swearing, any use of
tobacco, gambling, and drinking alcoholic beverages?

2. Students who use, have in their possession or make pretense of using, possessing, or
encouraging others to use drugs during or after school will be subject to dismissal from
school. Do you promise not to use or even talk favorably about drugs?

3. Do you promise to use only decent language and act in a very orderly and respectful
manner? All rowdiness is unacceptable.

4. Sexual relationships outside of biblically de ned marriage are not in harmony with
traditional Christian moral standards.  is would include any student who professes to
be homosexual/bisexual or is a practicing homosexual/bisexual, as well as any student who
supports or otherwise promotes such practices (Leviticus 20:13; Romans 1:27). Do you
promise to practice traditional Christian moral standards with others?

5. Do you promise to maintain Christian standards in courtesy and honesty?

6. Do you promise not to give the impression to students, parents, or faculty that you are not
in harmony with the goals, aims and standards of Anchorage Christian Schools?

7. Do you promise to maintain an acceptable academic status?

8. Do you promise to uphold the schools standard of having no physical contact during
school or at school activities (no holding hands, no touching, no slapping, no ghting, no
play ghting, no pinching, etc.)?

9. Do you understand that Anchorage Christian Schools retains the right to refuse enrollment
to or to suspend or expel any student who fails to keep the above standards?
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
